When eccentric, old Mrs. McNemmish dies, her final wish is to be buried at sea, so she can join the crew of her
ancestor Blackbeard’s pirate ship, and her four young island friends — Billy, Daniel, Stephanie, and Mark — are
determined to help make that happen. When they sneak into the local church in the middle of the night, to steal
Mrs. McNemmish’s body before her traditional burial, one mishap after another occurs before they’re able to
guide the body to its final resting place in the sea. There begins this rollicking tale of adventure, friendship, and
survival.
